BROWARD YOUTH LEARN TO BUILD AND PLAY AUTHENTIC AFRICAN DRUMS 
 
November 5, 2008, Lauderdale Lakes, Florida.    Guinean percussionist and drum builder, Moussa Soumah will teach 20 Broward County youth, ages 9-17, to craft, tune and play authentic African djembe drums.  Classes and culminating recital will take place at Willie L. Webb, Sr. Park over six Saturdays beginning in January of  2009.   Students will learn the intricacies of lacing, tuning and maintaining the drums.  Once all the drums are built, students will learn to play traditional Mande rhythms in a drum circle setting.

3. Submit two letters of recommendation
